Delaware County (population of 565,328) is a dynamic, fast-growth community located southwest of 

Philadelphia in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Named after the Delaware River, Delaware 

County is the oldest settled section of Pennsylvania comprising more than 184 square miles divided 

into 49 municipalities. The county is the fifth most populous region in the state with the third smallest 

land mass. It provides access to domestic and global markets through a robust network of 

highways, railways, waterways, and airways.  

The county is home to renowned educational institutions including Villanova University, Haverford 

College, Swarthmore College, and the Penn State Brandywine Campus; medical facilities; and 

manufacturers of innovative technology such as the Boeing Vertol V-22. The county is also home to 

six parks, including Ridley Creek State Park which covers more than 2,606 acres of woodlands and 

meadows. Delaware County's neighborhoods offer boundless options to satisfy a wide range of 

preferences that include thriving urban centers, peaceful suburbs, diverse housing options, 

exceptional schools, award-winning healthcare, nature, playgrounds, and shopping. Delaware 

County offers world-renowned art museums, festivals, gardens, and historic battlefields; five-star 

restaurants, wineries, and hometown brew pubs are also a staple of the region.
