(610) 891-VOTE. The hotline is staffed Monday through
Friday, from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm., and from 5:30 am to 12
midnight on Election Day, Tuesday, May 17.

WARNING: If you return a vote-by-mail ballot (either a mail-in ballot or an absentee ballot) by the deadline,
you may not vote at your polling place on Election Day. If you are unable to return your voted mail-in or
absentee ballot by the deadline, you may only vote a provisional ballot at your polling place on Election
Day—unless you surrender your mail-in or absentee ballot and your ballot return envelope. The Judge of

Election may then void those materials so that you may vote a regular ballot at the polling place.
